Recognition of USA credentials

To be certified in Israel as a social worker, you must be registered by Misrad
HaRevacha (Ministry of Social Affairs and Social Services) in the Pinkas L'Ovdim
So'tsiyalim (the social workers' registrar). In order to be registered in the register of
social workers, you must have a certificate in social work only - and not any similar
degree.

LMSW vs. LCSW

Israel does not differentiate between LMSW’s or LCSW’s. Both can be transferred to
Israel.

Please note that a social work license from abroad is helpful to the licensing process but
isn’t required.

Which Foreign Schools are accredited in Israel?
Distance learning - Not Recognized

Some distance learning programs are not recognized by Israel. One prime example is
Long Island University’s Israel program which ironically is not recognized by Israel. LIU’s
New York program is fully recognized for transfer to Israel (I attended there) YU
Wurzweiler’s Israel distance program IS recognized by Israel as the students attend one
in person class per semester at the Hebrew University

The rule is, you cannot do more than 15% of distance learning courses for the program
to be recognized by Israel. Or the rule is related to the Internship Placement Location.
Unclear. But check the list to confirm before choosing a grad school!

Timeframe and List of Accepted Programs

For social workers who studied at universities that are familiar to the Ministry, the
certification process can take about two to four weeks. There is a list of universities that

For social workers who studied at universities that are not familiar to the Ministry, the
certification process can take about four months. A committee meets every two months
and evaluates the documents, and grants certification accordingly.

7. For overseas graduates, professional training form. (One form per field placement)

8. Signed waiver for Israeli Police background check. The ministry will submit a

request for Teudat Yosher (police certificate) on your behalf. (The 3rd page on the
application form is a letter of consent).
9. A copy of your receipt indicating that you paid a 255 NIS processing fee. The fee
can be paid to Bank HaDoar (the Post Office Bank) Branch 001 Account number
0032170, for registration as a social worker. The fee changes periodically. (The fee is
now also payable by credit cards)
10. Copy of your CV / Resume
11. FBI background check - with or without apostille?
12. Those who have passed seven years or more since graduating with a foreign
degree, and do not have a license from the country of origin to engage in social work,
are requested to add a document explaining the reasons for their desire to pursue the

profession.

It is not enough for your letter to state that you have completed a total of over 1000
hours of internship. Your letter needs to list the total number of hours completed at each
placement. | understand this to mean that while you do not need to note the total
number of hours per individual semester, you do need to note the total number of hours
completed at each field placement. See the letter template for more clarity.

They did not say it has to be in a sealed envelope, but it has to be an original document.
It can't hurt to be in a sealed envelope stamped by the University.

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My colleague proofread the Hebrew translation of my Field Placement.
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The population served was survivors of stroke or traumatic brain injuries, and their families. I treated
multiple patients, including; an 11 year old boy who’s brother had traumatic brain injury (TBI), a 13
year old boy with TBI, a 22 year old male with TBI, one 55 year old man with a stroke, and one 65
year old man with TBI. I did intakes and ran a big brother program. My female co-intern ran the big
sister program and we worked together on all administrative needs and to plan activities that would be
educational and empowering for the clients. We also organized a community fair for the Chareidi
community to help bring awareness of the TBI and stroke victims in the community and to provide the
community with resources for support. The treatment provided the clients included: supportive
psychotherapy to cope with their or family members” illness; social skills building; skills to empower
self-confidence when clients could not fully care for themselves; family communication skills for
helping family members discuss needs with each other; skills to improve self advocacy and increase
independence; skills to promote quality of life and cope with activities of daily living. I met weekly
with all clients for treatment, some I visited at their homes, some came to my office, and some I picked
up from the home and went with them into the community. T also assisted my supervisor to facilitate a
weekly support group on the phone.
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The population we served was children of substance abusers, as well as adolescents and
young adults abusing substances. I ran four groups, two weekly and two twice per week. All
members of the groups also received weekly or biweekly, individual and / or family sessions.
I met many of the clients in my groups for the individual and family sessions; due to time
limitations and our team approach, some of the clients in my groups met with other staff for
their individual and family sessions. I had daily meetings with my supervisor and coworkers
to share information and develop a team approach. I also saw clients for individual and
family sessions, who did not attend my group, but they attended a different staff members
groups. We were a team of 7; 1 director, | supervisor, 1 psychiatrist, 1 psychiatric Nurse
Practitioner, 2 social workers, and myself, a social work intern. I ran a group of about 8
different 7-9 year old boys and girls, who’s parents were drug addicts. Many of the children
came from families of divorce or otherwise unstable families, including parents who were
mentally ill, abusive, or absent. I ran a group of about 10 different 10-12 year old boys and
girls, who’s parents were drug addicts. Some of the older children (12 years old) were also
starting to experiment with marijuana and alcohol, and unsafe behavior, (cutting, gangs,
fighting, promiscuity, not attending school). I ran a group of 8-10 members aged 14-18 years
old, who were all abusing marijuana and alcohol. Some of them were also using pills
(painkillers, amphetamines) or cocaine. Many of them were getting in trouble in school or
with legal trouble. Many of them were dual diagnosed with substance abuse as well as mental
health issues, including depression or anxiety. A few of them were also diagnosed with more
severe mental health diagnoses such as bipolar or psychosis. Also, I ran a Group of 7-9
members aged 19-25 year olds who were similarly abusing substances, however the older
group members were using harder drugs than just alcohol and marijuana, they were mostly
using painkillers, amphetamines, cocaine, and occasionally injecting heroin. The older group,
many of them had legal issues and most of them struggled to maintain employment or
succeed in college. We also discussed group member’s struggles with dating and relationships
and family. I did intakes and assessments for many clients, not specifically only clients who
attended my groups. I worked together with drug court and probation and the schools to make
sure the children kept all their responsibilities. The treatment provided was individual and
group psychotherapy, family psychotherapy, we used drug counseling techniques including
motivational interviewing, harm reduction, sobriety and AA/Al Anon groups as appropriate.
The individual counseling included play therapy for the younger children,
CBT/DBT/mindfulness skills for all ages to cope with stressful feelings, and psychodynamic
talk therapy for those who were inclined. We also used non traditional therapeutic techniques
to supplement and make it an exciting program for the children, so we occasionally did art
activities, had a movie night, played games or sports, and gave the children snacks .
